LECTORS, ALTAR SERVERS AND USHERS 
 
EACH AND EVERYONE IS REQUESTED TO OBSERVE THE 
GUIDELINES FOR SERVING: 
 
1. BE SPIRITUALLY PREPARED TO SERVE WHEN NEEDED.  

REGARDLESS OF THE SCHEDULE, SITUATIONS SOMETIMES 
REQUIRE ASKING SOME ONE TO SERVE.  

 
2. OBSERVANCE OF REVERENCE IS THE KEY TO WORSHIP, 

AND AS MINISTERS WE NEED TO BE GOOD EXAMPLES TO 
THE CONGREGATION. CHATTING DURING THE LITURGY IS 
NOT REVERENT TO SHOW GOD WE ARE IN UNION WITH 
HIM. RESERVE THE VISIT UNTIL THE MASS IS OVER, 
OUTSIDE OF THE MAIN SANCTUARY. REVERENCE/SILENCE 
AT THE FAMILY LIFE CENTER IS VERY IMPORTANT TO 
EDUCATE OTHERS, ESPECIALLY DURING A LITURGY/MASS. 
VISITING INSIDE THE FLC IS APPLICABLE DURING 
MEETINGS OR RECEPTIONS.      

 
3. PLEASE OBSERVE ST. ANDREW DRESS CODE, NO SHORT OR 

TIGHT DRESSES WHEN SERVING, WEAR SOMETHING 
DECENT AND DIGNIFIED, NOT A PARTY DRESS, SLACKS 
MAY BE BETTER OFF. TO AVOID ACCIDENTS, SERVE WITH 
LOW HEELED SHOES. IN TRUTH, SIMPLICITY IS THE BEST.
